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PROTECT OBTECTIVE:

To examine a six-year record of 1,326 negligent operators who were suspended or revoked to
determine how many continued to drive and how many were convicted of this offense as well as the
violation for which they were stopped.

SUMMARY:

Conviction and accident records over a six-year period showed that 33% of suspended and 68% of
revoked negligent drivers accrued accidents or traffic convictions during suspension or revocation.
Almost 99% of revoked or suspended drivers were males. There was an inverse relationship between
driving during suspension or revocation and age. There appeared to be no relation between driving
under suspension or revocation and annual mileage. There was little relationship between the frequency
of driving under suspension or revocation and the severity of the penalties assessed by the courts. Out
of every 100 possible convictions for driving under suspension or revocation only 44 materialized; the
other 56 convictions were for lesser violations.

IMPLEMENTATION STATUS OF FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS:

Subsequent studies of the issue confirmed the original findings and have shown that enforcement
of driving under suspension has continued to decline. The more recent studies have shown that other
groups (such as the physically and mentally impaired or drunk drivers) respond more favorably to
suspension than do negligent drivers.
